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GROWING STRONGER in faith and trust in our Savior and Lord Jesus Christ. 

 

Trust in the LORD with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding; 

in all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths straight. 

Proverbs 3:5, 6 

 

Who or what do we ultimately trust? GPS? Google? Politicians? Pittsburgh Pirates ownership?  You might have 

heard that there is only one alphabetical letter of difference between the words truth and trust. The two words are 

interlocked. If you don’t value truth, then you can’t trust. You trust those who tell the truth and you don't trust 

those who do not. If you buy into the line, "There is no absolute truth," that means one thing; you can trust 

absolutely no one.  
 

Ultimately we were created to be people of trust. That is how God made us. He created us with the capacity to 

trust so you could have a relationship with Him. But we struggle with that, don’t we? And when we don’t trust 

Jesus…you will create something or someone in whom you can trust. It may be your bank account. It may be 

your own abilities. It may be your career. It just could be your hobby. It could be the Pirates. It could be GPS. But 

we need to trust Jesus. But how? 
 

Think of it this way. Consider a person that you do trust. You know them personally. You know they are 

dependable. You know they are for you. So, how do we learn to trust Jesus? The exact same way. Start by 

remembering when Jesus’ faithfulness was clear in your life. Remember when Jesus has been faithful to you 

before and let that build your confidence in Him. You can trust Him because He’s faithful. Then read in Scripture 

about how the Lord feels about you. How he really feels about you. The Bible is called ‘God’s Love Letter’ for a 

reason. 
 

God loves you, and He likes you. He’s in your corner, and He wants the very best for you. When you remember 

how He feels about you, it becomes a lot easier to trust Him and His plans for you. You can trust Jesus Christ in 

everything. But trusting him is an act and a practice. 
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Trust isn’t a thought or feeling. It’s an act and practice that you walk out in your daily life. It’s a muscle that 

needs to be exercised. If you’ve never used this muscle, it’s going to be weak and wobbly at first. That’s okay! 

Over time, the more you exercise this muscle, the easier it will become.  
 

And using that muscle will help us all find ourselves GROWING STRONGER in faith and trust in our Savior and
